Extraordinary Ministers/Sacristans
Just a note of reminder to all those who assist in the
service of the Altar through being Extraordinary Ministers
of Holy Communion and also for SacristansÉthe sacred
vessels are delicate and damage quite easily.  Please take
every precaution to handle them with care, particularly the
Chalice & Paten and the Ciboria.  Little dings and bends
are very expensive to have repaired.

As to Extraordinary ministersÉin order to assure that a
pyx with the special low-gluten host is available on both
sides of the Church for communion, if you are handed the
ciborium with the pyx containing the special hosts, please
make sure that you go to the opposite side of the church
that the priest goes to, as this will insure both sides have at
least one minister with the low-gluten hosts available.
This should have been stated outright some time ago, but
was an oversight.  If you have any questions, simply call
the parish office.  If someone presents themselves for
Communion and asks for the Òspecial hostÓ and you do
not have the pyx, simply ask the minster next to you who
will then have it.  It is not feasible to keep all four ciboria
stocked with a pyx of these low-gluten hosts as they are
not always requested and they do not have as long a
Òshelf-lifeÓ as do the regular hosts.

Feast of St. Joseph
This year due to the actual feast day (March 19th) falling in
Holy Week (also, Spring Break), we will have our
celebration on Friday, March 14th with Mass at 6:30 P.M.
followed by the Fish Fry [there will not be Stations of the
Cross on this day due to our celebration].

St. Ann Pavilion Update
Work on our Pavilion has finally gotten underway!
AndÉit is very, very earlyÉbut due to a change in
scheduling this year it is important to get the word out.
This year we will observe the Feast Day of St. Ann on
Sunday, July 27th (rather than on the actual feast date of
July 26th.  This will also serve as the day we gather to
dedicate the historical marker and bless the Pavilion.
Bishop Fellhauer has graciously agreed to join us for this
momentous occasion.  We will begin with Mass at 6 P.M.
and then proceed with the dedication of the historical
marker for the cemetery and the blessing of the Pavilion.
