FYI: Schedule Changes
We will now make available social ministry assistance on
Wednesdays only.  In the past it can be somewhat chaotic with
individuals coming at all times every day.  To bring some order
to this, we will be offering assistance on Wednesdays each week
from 8 A.M. Ð 12 P.M. and 1 P.M. Ð 5 P.M.

The last major Mass Scheduling change was approximately
25 years ago.  A few conditions have changed in the intervening
time period.  It has been proposed to make a change to our
Sunday schedule now, in light of the fact that we are not
utilizing the full Church for any of the three existing Sunday
Masses.  What is being put forth for consideration is this:  we
keep the Saturday schedule as it is (Confessions at 4 P.M. and
Vigil Mass at 5 P.M.).  Sunday would have Mass at 7 A.M. at St.
Ann (each week), followed by 9 A.M. and 11 A.M. (in Spanish
with a bilingual homily) at St. Joseph.  This would begin the
weekend of May 31/June 1.

The St. Ann weekly Sunday 7 A.M. trialÉ In the last few
months (with the obvious exception of Easter Sunday) the 7
A.M. Mass at St. Ann has not had more than 60 people or so.
We will have the 7 A.M. Mass each Sunday at St. Ann for six
months.  If at the end of that six month period (yearÕs end)
attendance does not increase (as now it will also serve as the
ÒearlyÓ Mass for those who so desire) we will revert to the once
a month 7 A.M. Mass on the first Sunday at St. Ann.  We will
simply have to wait and see for this determination to be made.
