Come to Jesus!
--We must do our best at caring for the facilities.  Such is the
case when it comes to our six year old Family Center.  In the
past 10 days we have had two 10 ton compressors go out and
need to be replaced.  The building has shifted some and there
are a few recurring problems with this—especially the partition
which has had its fair share of use and abuse.  When using the
Family Center please do not set the thermostats below 70
degrees.  The building has ample air conditioning that will cool
more than enough at this setting when all the units are working.
--And those disappearing church missalettes.  It may seem
obsessive, but it’s a fact.  After the missalettes in the Church
were out for only one week, we were missing 30 (missal and
songbook in binder) and then two missalettes were taken
(leaving the songbook and binder).
--The gym…someone has been using the gym without
permission and leaving lights on and doors unlocked after
hours.  Unless there is a special way to gain entrance of which
we are all unaware, this means that somewhere along the line
someone made a copy of a key.  This is unacceptable.

Church Renovation Update
Bids are still being gathered for the work that needs addressing
on the Church.  It is going to be a very expensive project should
we in the end decide to undertake it.  A few examples of bids
that we are aware of at present: to repair all of the
broken/cracked stained glass windows, and to re-lead those that
are bowed due to structural shifting, the price tag is $40,000.
The new air conditioning and heating system will cost
approximately $62,000.  The repair of the plaster, sealing of the
interior walls, repainting of exterior (including repair of cracked
stucco) and repainting of interior, pew restoration,
reinforcement of cracked boards and repairs to kneelers, all
come to approximately $184,000.  The repairing and repainting
of the statues and Stations of the Cross finished with 23kt gold
leaf accents (rather than the bronzing powder that becomes
dark and rubs off helped by our humidity/heat) will cost
$49,800.  And we are still awaiting (this does not include) the
structural analysis of the wall (garden side of the Church) and
the roof, flooring and improved lighting bids.  As well, the
estimate as to what costs would be involved for the re-
constructing of the high Altar and side Altar reredos
(backdrops) are not included.  This is not meant to frighten
folks, but simply to address the many inquiries that have been
made as to what we are finding out.  Once the complete
package is together, it will be put forth to the parish
family…and then a determination will be made as to whether
we go ahead or not.
