The first phase of the R.C.I.A. (Rite of Christian Initiation
of Adults), called the Inquiry Phase, is a series of informal
meetings for those who are interested in learning more
about the basic teachings of the Catholic Church and why
we believe as we do.  Time and attention will be devoted
to any questions those attending may have.  Participation
in these sessions does not obligate those attending in any
way.  However, those who are considering becoming
Catholic, as well as those who were baptized Catholic but
have not received the Sacraments of Holy Communion
and/or Confirmation, should attend these sessions as the
first phase of their preparation for receiving the
sacraments.  Spouses or friends as well as Catholics who
want to learn more are also welcome.  These sessions will
be held from 7 P.M. to 8:30 P.M. on Monday evenings

CCD Registration
Registration for Faith Formation (CCD) will be held the
weekend of August 25-26 in the teacherÕs lounge of the
School building after all of the weekend Masses.  Students
preparing for First Communion and Confirmation are to
make sure a copy of their Baptismal Certificate is on file
here.  New students being registered need a copy of their
Baptismal Certificate at the time of registration.  The
registration fee is $20 to cover the costs of the texts and
materials.  This year we will be using a new series of texts
published by Ignatius Press called the Image of God for
grades K-8.  It is a well developed balance of scripture,
religious experience and doctrine.  The increase in
registration fee is due to the continued increased costs of
texts and supplies.  At the end of the year the students will
be allowed to keep their textbooks.  If the fee poses a
financial hardship on anyone, simply speak to Fr. Matthew
and assistance will be arranged.  In no way should the fee
be a deterrent from a child faithfully attending and
participating in CCD.
