Church Repairs
In the midst of this Diocesan Capital Campaign it has
been proposed that the 20% return to the Parish would be
put towards the repair work that the Church needs.  This
will be a major undertaking again by our parish
familyÑjust as it was 11 years ago.  Now we are presented
with some new issues (in addition to the usual ones of
structural repair): roof replacement, air conditioning, floor
work, electrical/lighting, pew work, stained glass repairs,
plaster work, altar appointments repair and repainting, and
statues being worked on to repair the cracking and peeling.
As stated in the letter from the pastor included in the
recent Capital Campaign mailout, should the desire and
funding be present, we will seriously consider restoring the
reredos (high Altar and side Altar backdrops).  This has
been an issue revisited often since they were removed in
the 1950Õs here at St. Joseph.  Local area churches
(Moulton, Moravia and St. JohnÕs) have accomplished the
restoration and found their Churches to be greatly
enhanced and beautiful.  The architectural design of these
churches directed attention on the sanctuary back wall as it
was the visual focus of the liturgy with its high Altar.  The
reforms of the second Vatican Council did not call for an
abandonment of decorations in older Churches, but
attempts were made to modernize and make the liturgy
more accessible.  Unfortunately, even though the reredos
have been absent in their full form for 50 or so yearsÑthe
sanctuary can appear empty or incomplete.  It was the
layout of the architect to draw our visual focus to not only
the beauty of the altarpiece, but ultimately to the beauty of
heaven.  It is hoped that at the beginning of the year all of
the necessary bids will be ready so as to begin our plan of
action in repairing and maintaining our Church for years
to come.  Obviously, the ÒdecorativeÓ issues will only be
considered should we be able to handle the structural and
maintenance portions of the project.  It will prove to be a
great challenge again for our parish family.
