As stated previously, we are having contractorsÕ look at the
issues on the Church structure and give us bids by the end
of the year.  The in the Spring we will begin to examine
the possibilities.  Unfortunately, there are also structural
issues with the Family Center that we will need to address.

Regarding the ÒReredos,Ó (Altar Backdrops/decoration), if
anyone has clear pictures of them it would be appreciated
if you could bring them by the parish office.  We have a
few decent pictures from old school annuals, but the detail
is hard to detect.  Wedding pictures are great, except
sometimes the picture doesnÕt extend very much above the
coupleÕs heads.  Any pictures that would show the pulpit
and the area around the tabernacle (and between the
statues of Sts Cyril and Methodius) would be very helpful.
This is not a sure-fire guarantee that we will be able to
accomplish this feat, but it will assist us in getting together
all of the proposed expenses.  The decorative aspect of the
work is secondary to the primary issues of roof, structure,
plaster and flooring (to name just a few of the issues that
await attention.)

A little memory jogger for the more ÒseasonedÓ
parishioners amongst us whom might be better aware of
the details briefly sketched out hereÉThe first major
change for the Church interior came about in the 1930s
when the Altar and sanctuary appointments were painted
white.  Originally they were a dark brown finish with
gilding.  A ÒtrendÓ came along that whitened the Altar
appointments with the gilding.  Then in the early 1950Õs
the Reredos (backdrops) were removed and large (green?)
velvet curtains were hung as simplified dossal
backgrounds.  The Main Altar had a crucifix superimposed
upon it (later this Crucifix was placed in the Hospital
Chapel and eventually ended up in the Rectory where it
hangs today).  The side Altars had the curtained backdrop
to the statues.  In the late 1960s and early 1970s the next
major renovation work was done when the ribbed wooden
latticework was installed behind the tabernacle and the
statues.  The next major work was done ten years ago
when portions of the altars that remained were adjusted
and placed in their present locations.  If this present
project becomes feasible, the interior of the Church would
be restored to its original design, but fully adapted for our
contemporary liturgical use.  It is not about simply trying
something new or recapturing the old, but rather it is
about re-discovering [not recreating] the original beauty of
what the architect designed the structure to facilitate and
express as its integral beauty and layout.
