The Victory
Sixty-eight years ago this weekend, German Lutheran pastor
Dietrich Bonhoeffer gave a communion address at the secret
seminary Wendisch-Tychow in Sigisdorf.  When all seemed lost
and God appeared powerless to stop the Nazi “death-machine,”
which was rooting out Jews and Christian sympathizers alike,
Bonhoeffer spoke of celebrating “the greatest victory that has
been won in the world, the victory of Jesus over death.”  It is
this aspect of Jesus’ kingship that will be affirmed in today’s
celebration of Christ the King.  Not bloodlines, not pageantry,
not a crown or a scepter or a royal treasury—but victory.  In the
presence of those who gathered to pray that day almost seven
decades ago, Bonhoeffer explained that “the bread and wine,
the body and blood of Jesus Christ are the signs of victory, for
in them Jesus is present and alive today; he is the living Lord
who meets us.”  A sensitive pastor, Bonhoeffer was well aware
of the many losses suffered by his contemporaries, and he knew
that those losses would only increase.  For that very reason, he
encouraged his listeners to believe: “Jesus’ victory is proclaimed
once again today at Holy Communion; it is victory over sin and
death for you too, whoever you may be.  Take hold of it in
belief…as often as you give up this belief, you will flounder and
be defeated…as often as you lay hold of this belief, Jesus will
have the victory” and you with him.  “In this belief, let us live
and die.”

Mass for the People
Every Sunday and holy day a pastor celebrates one Mass for the
people entrusted to his care (canon 534).  If the pastor cannot
do so for a legitimate reason, he may ask another priest to lead
it, or he may celebrate the Mass himself on another occasion.  If
the pastor is responsible for more than one parish on Sundays
and holydays, he may celebrate just one Mass for the intentions
of all those people.  In Latin, this Mass is called the missa pro
populo.

Parish bulletins commonly publish the requested intentions for
Masses throughout the week.  But each weekend one of the
Sunday Masses will be designated for this special purpose.  It
carries a title like “for the people,” “for the parish,” or “pro
populo”.  The priest and parish receive no offering for this Mass.
It is part of the pastor’s responsibilities to the parish.  The Mass
“for the people” is not required on other days, even though
Mass may be well attended.  Ash Wednesday and Thanksgiving
Day, for example, are not holydays of obligation.  Other Mass
intentions may be accepted on those days.

This custom reminds the parish community of several values.
The pastor has spiritual care for his flock, which includes
praying for them and their intentions.  The people can see that
their priest is responding when they ask him to pray for their
concerns.  Sundays and holydays are honored as the special days
on which the community gathers to praise God, share
communion and hold one another in prayer.  At Masses for the
people, the pastor is obliged to pray for the parish.  Especially
at those Masses, it’s a good idea for the people to pray for one
another as well.
